Isolation Protocols in School Settings 

Adult/staff member uses online form to identify HIGH RISK contacts, e.g.  

• Household members 

• Unusually close or prolonged contact (e.g. overnight stay) 

• Close personal care provided (e.g. ASN without the use of PPE) 

T&P advise case to notify school T&P advise case to notify school 

For LOW RISK contacts: 

• Primary—can return if well; encourage LFD 

• Secondary—can return if well but advise LFD taken first 

• Adult/Staff—can return if well but advise LFD taken first 

• Schools to signpost identified low risk contacts (i.e. same class pupils) to 
the low risk letter; this can be re-signposted every 2/3 days if necessary 

For HIGH RISK contacts: 

• Isolation and PCR test advised for contacts aged 5+ 

• Age 5-18—can return if negative 

• Age 18+ 4 months—Can return if negative and double vaccinated 

• Age 18+4 months and NOT double vaccinated—isolate for 10 days 

**Please note that these guidelines apply to school settings only; early years’ settings are not included in this guidance.  Further, this guidance does not apply to non-school 

settings, i.e. social settings etc.**
