· Explain the genre of the film you are promoting. What are some of the conventions of this genre? How do you intend to learn more about these conventions?  How do you plan to include these conventions in your poster? 
· Explain who your intended target audience for your poster is. Why did you decide on this target audience? What do you believe your audiences needs and expectations will be for your poster? How are you going to find out more about this? How do you intend meet these needs?

· Explain what you think the purposes of your poster are. How are you going to learn more about these purposes? How are you going to try to achieve these purposes through some of the elements of your poster?
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
