Before children come to nursery, they have already

learned so much:

   . to walk and move about independently

   . to communicate with others, sharing their ideas
     and thoughts

   . to make sense of the world around them, homes,

      shops, streets, parks, etc.
   .  to make choices – what they like and don’t like to

      do, eat, wear etc.  

 All this, and so much more, they have already learned

 within their family. Between 0 and 3 years, children

 learn so much and their parents / carers and families 

 are their principal educators.

Now your child is coming to our nursery class and we

become partners with you in your child’s learning. You

and your family still have the principal role, as your 
child is with you most of the time, but we can support

you and your child in this new learning experience.

We want you to be able to share this new experience

with your child, so that he/she gets the most from him

/her time with us in the nursery class.

Some ideas for sharing the experience at home: 
· read stories to your child and talk with him/her about the stories.

· look at the picture book together, and talk about what is happening – visit the library to get more books

· sing nursery rhymes and songs together

· when shopping, talk to your child about what you are   
buying and what you are going to do with it

· tell your child stories about him/herself as a baby

and a toddler   

· when Bertie and Betty Bear visits from nursery class,    fill in the diary for your child to talk about in the nursery

· get a Story Bag and use the activities with the 
whole family – you can all enjoy it ! 
· talk with your child about what has been happening

in nursery

Some ideas for sharing the experience in nursery:
· establish a morning routine or lunchtime routine with your child so that he/she is settled on arrival at nursery                                                                 
· talk to the nursery staff and include in “Children’s Progress Folders” any successes or achievements your child has made 
· find out what your child has been doing in nursery so 
that you can talk with him/her about it 

· volunteer to be a parent helper for trips or nursery  

class – helping out with activies                             

· attend parent consultation sessions    

· attend meetings                            

· let us know what information or meetings would be 
useful to you in supporting your child.                                                 
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
