Our staff are continually updating their practice. On the inset day on the 18th November we will be working with Speech and Language therapists on the resources Sunnybank and Languageland. Sunnybank is used to make children aware of how sounds are produced using their tongue and mouths. Its aim is to make the children speak more clearly. Languageland’s main focus is to extend the children’s language by speaking in sentences and using a wider range of vocabulary. Both resources are used currently in our nursery with positive results. The training will allow all staff use the resources.


Tooth brushing


The children brush their teeth every day in the nursery class. We all know how important it is to encourage children to make this part of their daily routines to maintain good dental hygiene. We hope this supports them in brushing their teeth at home.


Jigsaw Lending Library.
