Literacy
Reading- We are working on chapter books and will focus on the novel “Into the Bin” which explores the themes of sustainability and responsibility.

Numeracy
This term in numeracy Primary 3 will be covering:

-Time
-Handling Information. 
The children will also be exposed to Number Talks and SEAL. 

Health and Wellbeing
This term in P.E pupils will be developing their balls and games skills. The children will also learn about healthy lifestyles alongside food and health.

Modern Languages
In Modern Languages pupils will continue to develop their Spanish vocabulary. There will be a focus on Spanish songs and basic conversations. 
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Interdisciplinary 
This term, p3 will learn all about the Vikings and later in the term; the World Cup as part of the School Voyage 3. We also have four new additions to our class-caterpillars. We are keen to observe and record their development. We will keep you posted. 
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 Homework
For this term, after feedback at parents’ night-there will be a big focus on active homework- words and phoneme consolidation. 
Reading – Children will be encouraged to read as often as possible at home. They will bring home a weekly book to read for enjoyment. 

Maths- Children will receive maths homework in the form of worksheets and Sumdog challenges. Pupils have their QR codes to help them log in inside the cover of their Homework jotter. 

Spelling and Phonics -Children will receive rotational spelling homework activities on a weekly basis. 


Talk Homework- Some weeks children may be set talk homework, a short discussion with a parent or adult which will link closely to their writing or topic.
