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Term 4 Primary 4/5
With Term 4 now underway in Primary 4/5, we’re looking forward to another term full of learning and discovery.

Literacy
Reading- In Primary 4/5, the children will develop their understanding of the six reading strategies in class related to their novel by exploring more challenging texts and tasks. In Term 4 we will explore 2 novels, non- fiction texts and plays. We will be reading The Invisible Boy and Matilda as well as a variety of non-fiction texts.

Writing- This term, our class is working on the National Improving Writing Programme. We are creating opportunities for students to experience writing bursts by using data to focus in on specific tools for writing. Our writing will be spread across all aspects of our curriculum and will involve a variety or genres.

Talking and Listening- This term, pupils will undertake a solo talk based on our Ancient Egyptians topic.

Numeracy
This term in numeracy Primary 4/5 will be covering: 
· Division
· Fractions & Decimals
· Time
_ Properties of 2D shapes and 3D objects
_ Data Handling
The children will also be exposed to Number Talks and SEAL. 

Health and Wellbeing
This term in P.E pupils will be working on Football with Motherwell Football Club. Our P5s will attend swim and gym sessions at The Sir Matt Busby Centre. Our P4s will be focusing on rounders and Tennis, as well as active games. The children will also learn about planning a nutritional meal, food journeys and healthy activities. Through God’s Loving plan we will be covering body changes and development.
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Modern Languages
In Modern Languages pupils will continue to develop their Spanish and French vocabulary. There will be a focus on the weather and a study of both Spain and France.

Interdisciplinary 
This term our initial focus will be on The Ancient Egyptians. Through our third Voyage of Discovery pupils will be exploring the question ‘How has the World Cup changed over time, and why is it such an important event for people around the world?. Pupils will take part in various drama, science and STEM activities relating to this topic.

Homework
Homework will be given out on a Monday and should be returned by Friday.  Homework will be a mix of both digital and written jotter work. Children will also have a homework folder with appropriate jotters, this should be returned weekly for correction. 

Reading – Children are expected to read every night. Children should also be encouraged to read different narrative and non-narrative texts at home to develop their vocabulary and fluency. A novel will be provided, when complete please bring back and it will be swapped for another.

Maths- Children will receive maths homework in the form of worksheets and Sumdog challenges. All children have received their login details. Pupils are encouraged to practise their tables regularly at home to build confidence in this area.

Spelling and Phonics -Children will receive rotational spelling homework activities on a weekly basis.
