Sun Safety in Warmer Weather☀️

· Please apply suncream to your child before they arrive at nursery on sunny days.
· Nursery staff will reapply suncream in the afternoon to support ongoing protection.
· Suncream should be clearly labelled with your child’s name.
· If your child has any skin sensitivities or allergies, please speak to a member of staff so we can ensure their needs are met.
· We recommend a high‑factor suncream (SPF 30 or higher) and encourage children to bring a named sun hat where possible.
