	Our children learn through play and repetition. This week we are focusing on developing counting skills. Our children learn to count from 0 to 10. Some children can count from 0 to 10 already. These children should be encouraged to start to count from 10 to 20. 
1. Adults should lead the counting from 0 to 10 or 0 to 5, give your child the opportunity to say the numbers after you. Remember to encourage your child to say the numbers independently and give support where needed. Repeat it every day until your child is confident in saying the numbers in a consecutive order without support.

1. You can play ‘What’s the Time Mr Wolf’ to help your child to develop their counting skills further. 
2. Ready for the challenge? Position something in your garden and count the number of steps you have to take to reach the object.
3. [bookmark: _GoBack]Support and encourage your child to take turns in saying the numbers. For example you will say one and your child will say two and keep going like that.
4. Give your child the opportunity to say the numbers first then you follow. 
5. Remember to listen to number and nursery rhyme songs below.
