Enrolment

Enrolment for next session will take place on the week beginning 17 January 2022. Parents should register their child at their local school if they will have had their fifth birthday by 1 March 2023. Placing requests can only be made from local schools. Birth certificates and current council tax bills are required at point of enrolment. Please note that this is an online process.  All forms should be completed with birth certificates and proof of council tax scanned. All paperwork should be collated and emailed to the enquiries email address on the form.  Children who are entitled to defer entry to school should also enrol but parents should indicate on the form that they wish to exercise their right to defer entry.  This allows the nursery place for their child to be held.
Winter Weather - School Bus

Very icy and snowy conditions can affect school transport so please be ready to make alternative arrangements should the service be cancelled. We will update on twitter and by text where possible but please be aware we are not always informed timeously of changes to school transport.
Change of Details
