GIRFEC is the Scottish Government’s promise to give all children, young people and families the right support at the right time.
GIRFEC has key principles, and these are central to everything that we do:
· Your child and family are at the centre of all work and decisions that affect you.

· We work together with our families.

· We understand that wellbeing is about all areas of life, including family.

· We value difference and treat everyone fairly.

· We tackle inequality.

· We will give support to your child and family.

· We will work with a range of agencies and specialists to make things better for your child and family, when required.
