Evaluate complex drama skills by:
2.1 Analysing the use of complex production skills in a current performance

2.2 Analysing aspects of a performance that reflect or contrast with the theories, methodologies and practices of one or more practitioners.
Within this assignment you must analyse the work of current theatre creators while drawing comparisons with the work of a key practitioner.

When you have experienced the performance and thought about it’s impact on you and the audience makes notes under the following headings.
1 Describe the play that you went to see, mention the key creators within the play e.g. the writer(s), director, designer, choreographer and any other important or prominent contributors to the performance. Give a brief history of the play and its past performances and if the play was created specifically for a certain theatre company. Where did you see the play performed and who was presenting it.
1. Give a brief synopsis of the play and your overall impression on the style of the piece the intended target audience and the themes/ message of the play.

2.  Talk about the practitioner you have studied and give a brief summary of his life and theatrical works and their style, intentions and overall purpose and lasting legacies from their philosophy for the theatre. Say how you believe that the work of your practitioner either influenced the performance you saw or comment on aspects of the performance that were clearly derived from their philosophy of the theatre in terms of; directing, acting and design issues. Direct comparisons should be made from the practitioner’s works and collaborations e.g. set designers, musicians etc.
You must comment on how the above affected the meaning and impact on the audience and whether in your opinion decisions made were effective. If the play had taken on a different style would that have worked?

Directing

This may include: Intentions of the director, creating audience impact, overall design and style of the performance, how the message was delivered.

Acting

This may include: The acting style, delivery of lines, characterization, actor /audience relationship, use of physical theatre, movement, dance to convey meaning.  You might want to research the techniques of the director during rehearsal and comment on how the play was created, e.g. devised and scripted or adapted from a an existing story and how actors prepared for their role(s).
Design: 
This may include comments on lighting, sound, set, props, costume, make-up, use of technology to add meaning and create mood and atmosphere.
