In Pinter’s play Betrayal he outlines an extra-marital affair in reverse order, starting with the break up of the marriage and ending with the beginning of the affair that caused the break up.





Pinter has often refused to define his work, he once stated that it was about the’weasel  under the cocktail cabinet.’ which he later regretted. 


His early work has been related to Absurdist Theatre and his later work became more overtly political.
