During the course you will be expected to:
· Bring your PE kit at all times when required and participate to the best of your ability.

· Work INDEPENDENTLY in order to develop your OWN performance and practice to refine your performance in a range of activities.

CfE HIGHER PHYSICAL EDUCATION
In order to sit the final exam you must:
Undertake the course tests throughout the year, which assess your intake of the theory knowledge of the course.

The whole course will be assessed at the end of the year in 2 ways:
PERFORMANCE
Worth 60 marks of your overall grade

This will be assessed in 2 ONE OFF practical performances which will be graded against SQA criteria.
Each performance is worth 30 marks.

A WRITTEN EXAM which lasts 2 and a half hours consisting of 3 sections which total 50 marks

This course will cover 3 ACTIVITIES

The theory of the course will be taught through the above activities and you will sit course tests throughout the year based on this information.

The information gathered from these results will help decide your presentation level at the end of the year.
You will also be assessed in practical performance for the activities of the course that are used to deliver the theory information.  This will be graded against SQA criteria, which will allow you the opportunity to gain a performance skills unit pass at higher level.
You will CHOOSE which activities you will be assessed in for your FINAL practical assessments (One off performances).  This DOES NOT have to be one of the activities above.
You can achieve 60 marks of your final grade for these 2 performances.
One of the assessments will take place in December and the other will take place in January.
You need to make sure that you are practicing your activities regularly before the assessment day in order to achieve the best results possible.  Lunch time and after school times are available for this.

Your child has opted to study Higher PE and we would like to inform you of the requirements of the course.

This course now differs from the National 5 PE award in the fact that there will be a 2 and a half hour SQA exam required in order to gain the qualification for this award along with a practical performance assessment in 2 of their specialist activities, which also requires an assessment.

The demands of this course at this level will require independent study and continuous submission of weekly homework tasks in order to ensure that progress is being made within the course.

We would like to make it clear that even if your child has achieved a band 1 A National 5 PE award that this does not automatically mean that they are guaranteed to pass this course.

Our hope is that there will be progression to achieve this award especially if they already have a knowledge base from National 5 level however please be aware that everyone progresses at a different pace and this may result in pupils only being presented for units of the course instead of the whole course award due to the higher depth of knowledge required within the written element at this level within a one year timescale.

You will regularly be informed of your child's progress throughout the year and will have information conveyed regarding their presentation level and the progress they are making within this course of study.

As with all Higher-level courses each pupil will be required to complete work in their own time especially in the practical element of the course if more work is needed to ensure that their performance reaches a higher-level standard.
