Good To Be Green Behaviour Policy 
The Importance of Good Behaviour

At Alexander Peden we encourage children to develop socially, personally and academically.  “Children and young people should learn in an environment which offers well judged praise and recognition of achievement and which looks for and focuses on their strengths, takes them seriously and shows genuine interest in them.”  ‘Better Behaviour – Better Learning 2001’
We aim to provide a community in which lifelong learning takes place, within an environment, which motivates, challenges and develops independence united by common values and aims.  We aim to foster 4 key values throughout every aspect of the school life and the achievement of these underpins the behaviour policy.  The 4 key values are:
· Be respectful

· Be kind and think of others

· Work together

· Be the best that you can      
How Do We Promote Good Behaviour

Children are given clear guidelines of the appropriate behaviour and expectations in all areas based on our ‘Golden Values’, which all members of the school community abide by.

· Respect Everyone

· Act Responsibly

· Be active, Be Healthy

· Celebrate Achievement

· Think For The Future              

The School Behaviour Code is displayed in every class and is discussed with children regularly.  All children and members of the school community are expected to behave according to them.  The Code aims to create an environment which reflects mutual respect.
SCHOOL BEHAVIOUR CODE
· We are kind and helpful 

· We work hard 

· We listen to people
· We look after property 

· We are honest

· We try to be a good citizen within our school community and beyond
For younger children, the principles of the rules are simplified to the following statement: ‘Kind Hands, Kind Feet, Kind Words.’
RIGHTS & RESPONSIBILITIES
At the start of each session, class teachers will discuss ‘Rights & Responsibilities’ with the children.  Together, they will compile a ‘Class Charter’, which will be displayed in the class alongside the School Behaviour Code.  There will also be a whole school Display for the School Behaviour Code and Rights & Responsibilities, both of which, will be discussed and reinforced on a regular basis during whole school assemblies.  Children will also be issued with ‘Respect Tokens’.
            The Good To Be Green Behaviour System
The Good to be Green Scheme Provides:

· A consistent and fair approach to behaviour management

· Clear systems to reward good behaviour and sanctions for appropriate behaviour

· A system that allows children to take ownership of their behaviour and their rewards.
Good to be Green Principles:

· Each day is a new day

· Children can earn ‘Golden Time’ for good behaviour and manners

· Children know that there are consequences when making inappropriate behaviour choices.
The Good To Be Green System – How It Operates:

· Each child has a pocket on a wall chart that contains three coloured cards, GREEN, YELLOW and RED.   The cards are used alongside positive reinforcement of the school behaviour code 
· The day is broken up into set units of time, usually punctuated by a break or change of activity

· At the beginning of each time unit the children start by being ‘GREEN’ on their chart

· The majority of children will have a GREEN card displayed by their name.  This is because they have been following the rules consistently

· Children who are green all day will be rewarded with a stamp on their ‘Good to be Green Card’.  Once they reach 30 stamps, they will receive a certificate 
· Children who sustain GREEN for the whole term will receive an additional reward.  Termly Award 1 & 3 will be in class base and Terms 2 & 4 will be whole school
· Children and Parents will be required to sign a ‘Behaviour Code Contract’ at the start of each session.

When Children Don’t Follow Our School Rules in Class, there is a simple 4-Step System

1. Reminder of the rules
2. Verbal warning, at which time the pupil will be given a ‘STOP & THINK CARD
3. If the pupil continues to behave unacceptably, GREEN card is replaced with they a YELLOW warning card.  It is pointed out to the pupil that they have a choice about how to behave.  After 30 minutes the warning card is removed if behaviour is satisfactory
4. A RED card (Consequence Card) replaces the YELLOW card if the pupil’s unacceptable behaviour continues
· When a ‘RED’ has been reached (they have had 4 chances at this point), the Consequence consists of 30 minutes ‘Time Out’ with their work.  Class Teachers will determine a suitable place for ‘Time Out’, this could be in their own class base, in another base or with SMT.
· If a pupil is issued with a RED card, depending on the nature of the incident, they may also have a Lunchtime Loss of Free Time (LOFT).  The LOFT timescale would again depend on the nature of the incident 
· On return to class following LOFT, they will return to a GREEN CARD 
· If a pupil is issued with a RED card, a ‘RED Card Alert’ will be sent to SMT and Alert will be posted to Parent/Carer.  A member of SMT will speak to the child within 24 hours.  Parents will be asked to acknowledge receipt of the Red Alert
· RED Card incidents are all recorded in class discipline folders 
· Fri pm RED cards do not receive LOFT on Monday, they have immediate Time Out during the afternoon.  They will still have Golden Time already earned that week
· If Children are involved in Serious Incidents in the school or playground, this would be recorded as a Red and SMT and Parents would be notified ASAP.  Serious Incidents would include the following:

Physical or verbal abuse towards pupils or staff.  Persistent disobedience e.g. not following instructions, leaving class base etc.  Vandalism of school property or property belonging to other children.
· On Monday am, everyone starts on GREEN.
When Children Do Not Follow Our School Rules in the Playground.

· Children involved in playground incidents (less serious than those listed above) that break the school behavior code, will be given a warning and this will be recorded as AMBER

· If children are involved in a similar incident during the same day or week, this will be recorded as a RED Card.  Children will move back to GREEN on returning to class
· Depending on the reason for the RED Card, LOFT may also be used
· All Staff providing supervision in the playground will keep a log of incidents in the ‘Incident Book’ and up-date class teachers and SMT, as appropriate.


Some Rewards for GREEN Behaviour Include:    
· Earned ‘Golden Time’                                 •   House Points
· Class Rewards e.g. an extra playtime if every child is on GREEN for the week
· Privilege Cards.  Every teacher has, with their class, decided on a set of privileges for those children who demonstrate exceptional behaviour.  Privileges can range from 15 minutes on the laptop or 15 minutes doing an art activity
· Rewards for pupils as they achieve each 30 GREEN day milestone – certificate and a ‘Good To Be Green’ Postcard home

· Termly Awards and an end of session award, for those who stay on GREEN all of the term (with no more than 2 red cards).
Golden Time Procedures (For Staff)
· On Friday afternoons, children are rewarded for good behaviour throughout the week 
·  Children who have been green all week are awarded 5 minutes each day i.e. 25 minutes in total AND are given a ‘Good   To Be Green’ Sticker
· The Class Teacher, in consultation with children if appropriate, will decide on a Social Skill for the remaining 5 minutes.  A ‘tally mark system’ will be used to determine whether children have earned the additional 5 minutes.  If children get 3 tally marks against their name, they would not earn the additional 5 minutes.  In P1 children would work towards 3 tally marks
· At the end of each day, any children who are not ‘Green’ will lose 5 minutes of their Golden Time.  This will be recorded on a class sheet
· If possible, HT will supervise the children who have lost half or more of their Golden Time

· If HT cannot supervise children will sit with a timer and reflect on their behaviour and how to improve it

· Children should be allowed to join in when ‘time out’ is up.
Golden Time Activities 
· During Term 1 and 4, Golden Time Activities will take place within class bases

· During Terms 2 & 4, children in P1 – 3 and P4 – 7, will have the opportunity to sign up for an activity
· Staff will decide on an activity that will run for 4 weeks

· Children will sign up for Golden Time Activities on a Monday, however full participation will depend on whether they have followed the school behavior code.
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
