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Fire Safety

Auchinloch Nursery understands the importance of vigilance to fire safety hazards.  As good practice Nursery Staff undertake fire awareness training and display certificates.  Notices explaining the fire procedures are positioned next to every fire exit. What to do in the event of fire will form a part of the introduction/induction of new members of staff.  All staff, students, volunteers should be made aware of the fire safety procedures set out in this policy. Children will be made aware of the fire safety procedures during their settling in period through regular fire drills.  
Everyone should be aware of the location of all fire exits, manual breaking of glass fire box, the fire assembly point and where fire safety equipment is stored.  Particular attention is paid to distinguishing between the various types of fire extinguisher and their methods of operation.  (Refer to website www.hse.gov.uk)

Fire doors and fire exits are clearly marked, are not obstructed at any time, and are easily opened from the inside.

Fire exits are always kept closed.  Fire extinguishers are regularly tested in accordance with North Lanarkshire manufacturers’ guidance.  Fire alarm systems are regularly tested in accordance with North Lanarkshire's school policy and procedure. The Nursery will hold fire drills without warning. All fire drills, fire incidents and equipment checks will be recorded.
The fire steward for Auchinloch Nursery is the Head Teacher.
When staff escort children either to the gym hall or outdoors the fire register must always be carried.
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Fire Procedures

Notice for pupils, staff, visitors & parents/carers

If you discover a fire:

1. Remain calm

2. Operate the nearest fire alarm

3. Leave the building via the nearest Emergency Exit

4. Take your place at the Assembly Point at the back of the building using room signs on back fence.

Notice for pupils, staff, visitors & parents/carers

When you hear the Fire Alarm:

1. Remain calm

2. Leave the building in an orderly fashion via the nearest Emergency Exit

3. Walk quickly to the Assembly Point at the back of the building using room signs on back fence.

4. Stay at the Assembly Point until you have been told it is safe to return to the school building

Notice for Class Teachers and Nursery Staff

1. Take your class fire register with you when you leave the classroom

2. Know how many children are in your class or nursery that morning and afternoon

3. When you arrive at the Assembly Point, count your children to ensure no-one is missing

4. If all children are accounted for, raise your arm and hold your class fire register clipboard in the air. SMT will approach you if you aren’t holding your register to take the necessary steps.

NB: A member of Clerical Staff or SMT will bring contact details for all pupils in the event that we cannot get back into the building.
