Metalinguistics - the meaning of

. Inference - literal and inferential

messages from texts to find out more about
the setting, main events, characters,
actions/feelings and plot

. Visualisation - Visualisation is creating

pictures in your mind as you read using
evidence from the text

. Prior knowledge - refers to what a learner

already knows before learning new
information

. Main Ideas - find the most important

details from the text - read between the
