Our School Uniform
After consultation with pupils, parents and staff in June 2025 we have taken the decision that the following will be the acceptable uniform for Bellshill Academy
S1-S4
MUST
Plain black jumper/hoodie/fleece/cardigan
White shirt or polo shirt
School tie or school badge on a plain black jumper/hoodie/fleece/cardigan
Black trousers/skirt/leggings/shorts
In the interest of safeguarding and school identity, pupils must wear either a school tie or have school badge on their jumper/hoodie/fleece/cardigan.
MUST NOT
Any visible branding of any kind or coloured clothing items - pupils will be asked to remove and the item will need to be collected from the office only after communication with parents.
’Hot pants’/cycling shorts or similar
 Trousers, leggings, shorts, that are not plain black.
Crocs, sliders or similar shoes
Optional Blazer

MUST
Plain black jumper/hoodie/fleece/cardigan
White shirt
Appropriate tie
Black trousers/skirt/leggings/shorts
Braided Blazer
MUST NOT
Visible branding of any kind or coloured clothing items - pupils will be asked to remove and item will need to be collected from the office only after communication with parents.
Hot pants’/cycling shorts or similar
Trousers, leggings, shorts, that are not plain black.
Crocs, sliders or similar shoes

Compliance
Uniform checks will take place daily. Failure to comply, without due cause, will result in parents being informed and a meeting arranged, as appropriate.

Responsibilities of Learners

To remove outdoor jackets in class

To contact the school if you require any support to provide uniform
