Our Learning
There has been lots of interest in learning about Autumn and the changes to the weather and environment at this time of year. We will alo be learning about animals who hibernate during this season. The nursery learning is always responsive to the child’s interests and can change daily. Our Numeracy and Maths focus will be learning the names of 2d and 3d shapes through shape hunts, building with blocks, games and ICT. The Literacy focus will be stories the children choose and through this they will become familiar with the roles of the author, illustrator and title. They will be encouraged to retell the story in their own words.  Health and Wellbeing discussions will take place around keeping safe in the nursery, outdoors, when near the road and in other locations around the community.

Focus Child
All children within the setting will have a personal target that has been set out and agreed. This is for your child’s Personal Learning Plan. Please access the learning journals where we will share these targets with pictures and observations. It is important to us that children lead their own learning and parents and carers are involved too, so all new targets will be set collaboratively with children and parents.

Could we please ask that you bring a change of clothes for you child. We have cloth bags on their peg to keep them in. The children cannot bring their own bags or toys into Nursery. Please ensure that all clothes and shoes are labelled and children are dressed appropriately for the weather, as they will access outdoors daily.
