The next Stay and Play session will be on Wednesday 2nd of April from 9.30am-10.30am. It will have a focus on Literacy and Numeracy. This is a lovely opportunity for us to welcome parents and carers into the setting to see the children have fun, play with their friends and engage with the learning experiences on offer. As always, we will seek feedback at the end of the session with the aim of improving the service we offer. 
 
Easter Bonnets, Wear Yellow and Easter Tea 
To celebrate Easter, on Thursday 3rd April 2025, we would like to invite you to make an Easter Bonnet with your child if you wish. The children will take part in a parade through the school and then enjoy an Easter tea in the nursery. If possible, wear yellow on that day, which can be anything such as a t-shirt, socks or an accessory.

Our Learning
This March the Numeracy focus will be money. The children will be learning that money has a value and learning the names of small value coins, through role play and in the community. The Literacy focus is on finding out interesting information on their chosen subject through using books and I-pads, then recording the information in different ways. Health and Wellbeing will focus on children’s rights. The nursery and school are working towards a Gold Rights Respecting award linked to the United Nations Convention on the Rights of the Child. Your child will be learning that they have rights and this month it will focus on having a right to be included. This will include friendships, kindness and caring. 

Focus Child
All children within the setting will have a personal target that has been set out and agreed with staff; this is for your child’s Personal Learning Plan. Please access the Learning Journals where we will share these targets with pictures and observations. Staff will discuss your child’s progress and when your child has achieved their target, a new one will be set.

Change of Clothes
As the cold and wet weather continues, can we please ask that you bring a change of clothes for your child. We have cloth bags on their peg to keep them in. The children cannot bring their own bags or toys into Nursery. 
Please ensure that all clothes and shoes are labelled, and children are dressed appropriately for the weather, as they will access outdoors daily.

IMPORTANT INFORMATION

Packed Lunches              
Berryhill Nursery Class is a health promoting nursery who provide healthy snacks and lunches. Please inform your child’s key worker if your child has sensory needs or has a limited diet. Packed lunches are for children who will not eat any of the loving lunches however, we do encourage you to speak to your child about the menu and encourage them to try new foods. Sandwiches are on offer if your child will not eat the hot option.  If your child requires a packed lunch, please may we ask that only healthy foods are included such as a sandwich, fruit, and yogurt. We would appreciate no sweets or crisps and no juice as only water and milk are provided in the setting. The nursery must keep the lunches separately in a fridge and there is very limited space in the fridge to accommodate lunches.
