Please ensure that all clothes and shoes are labelled and children are dressed appropriately for the weather, as they will access outdoors daily.





Packed Lunches      IMPORTANT INFORMATION 
Berryhill Nursery class is a health promoting nursery who provide healthy snacks and lunches. Please inform your child’s key worker if your child has sensory needs or has a limited diet. Packed lunches are for children who will not eat any of the Loving Lunches. We do encourage you to speak to your child about the menu and encourage them to try new foods. Sandwiches are on offer if your child will not eat the hot option.  If your child requires a packed lunch, please may we ask that only healthy foods are included such as a sandwich, fruit, and yogurt. We would appreciate no sweets or crisps and no juice as only water and milk are provided in the setting. The nursery must keep the lunches separately in a fridge and there is very limited space in the fridge.

· The Christmas Fayre will be on Tuesday the 9th of December your child does not require any money. You will be able to collect your child in the afternoon around 1.30pm to take them to the stalls. The nursery has a stall will a very special item to buy.
