Change of Clothes
Can we please ask that you bring a change of clothes for your child. We have cloth bags on their pegs to keep them in. The children cannot bring their own bags or toys into Nursery. 
Please ensure that all clothes and shoes are labelled and children are dressed appropriately for the weather, as they will access outdoors daily.





Packed Lunches      IMPORTANT INFORMATION 
Berryhill Nursery class is a health promoting nursery who provide healthy snacks and lunches. Please inform your child’s key worker if your child has sensory needs or has a limited diet. Packed lunches are for children who will not eat any of the Loving Lunches. We do encourage you to speak to your child about the menu and encourage them to try new foods. Sandwiches are on offer if your child will not eat the hot option.  If your child requires a packed lunch, please may we ask that only healthy foods are included such as a sandwich, fruit, and yogurt. We would appreciate no sweets or crisps and no juice as only water and milk are provided in the setting. The nursery must keep the lunches separately in a fridge and there is very limited space in the fridge. 

Learning 
This month’s world of learning will have an overarching theme of Mini-beasts due to caterpillars arriving in the setting.  Science will be at the heart of this learning to look after living things in the environment and watching them grow. Our Literacy focus will be finding out information and answering and asking relevant questions linked to the text. Through looking at caterpillars and butterfly patterns, we will be learning what a symmetrical pattern is and copying and creating our own patterns.  Health and Wellbeing will be centred around making choices in our learning and discussing what topics we want to find out information about and recoding our findings. 

SCHOOL SHOW
Only children going to school in August will be in the show performance. Your child’s key worker will inform you. The costume will be black cycling shorts and a plain black short sleeved t-shirt, black socks and black gym shoes.
