

Your oral examination will be conducted by your class teacher and recorded on tape (no pausing) for moderating purposes .

It is worth 30 marks. The marks contribute 30% of your overall marks.

· Presentation on a topic of your choice  (1 ½ / 2 mins)

Roughly 200 words

· Discussion on a second topic of your choice (5 mins)

15 marks for conversation

5 marks for effective communication by using natural, spontaneous detailed language

Useful tips to get ready …

· Type both your presentation and discussion in order to redraft them easily when necessary .
· Box in your answers on the PC and colour them in (visual help).
· Make 1 study card per answer in the target language .
· Make 1 card with headlines in English to help you remember the content of your answers (discussion)
· Study 1 card per evening prior to your oral 
· Write down the start of each paragraph on your helpcard (to trigger the rest of the sentence) for your presentation .
· Even out your paragraphs to make them short and manageable.
· Ask for a recording to be made for you . Pause it and repeat each section at a time .Repeat the process as often as necessary . 
Your oral represents 30% of your final exam . It is worth preparing thoroughly for .
