The Incredible Years is an evidence based programme developed in America. 





The programme works on a collaborative approach for parents of children up to 6yrs who demonstrate challenging behaviour that can be difficult to manage. 


It allows parents to come together & share experiences with each other and working together we can practise strategies and approaches that will help develop parents’ confidence when managing their child's behaviour thus improving relationships and self esteem for both the parent & child. 





The programme runs for 14 weeks & is available twice a year at present. The first programme is due to begin at the beginning of February and so far we have had an excellent response from parents who are interested in participating. Creche facilities & transport are provided, each session lasts approximately 2 hours and refreshments are available during the break.
