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Chryston High School Ski Trip – Italy 2020
Dear Parent / Carer,
This letter is intended to be a guide to help advise on the purchase and packing of clothes required for the trip. Further information or the opportunity to ask specific questions will be provided at the parents’ ski trip meeting which will take place in the school assembly hall on Thursday 14th  November at 6.30pm.
Flights have now been booked by the ski company and I’m delighted to report we will be flying from Glasgow airport. With this being the closest airport to the school transfers to and from Glasgow won’t be provided. As a result, the drop off and pick up of your children at the start and end of the trip will be at Glasgow airport itself. More information on specific times will follow in due course.
Clothing information

It is important to remember that designer or expensive clothing won’t necessarily make much if any difference. It is worth considering how much use your child will get form the clothing before they grow out of it. Aldi and Lidl often do periods where they sell ski gear. Shops like Go Outdoors and Mountain Warehouse also tend have a good selection at reasonable prices over the winter period.

On the slopes

In general terms the important thing to remember when on the ski slopes is to have a number of layers. This provides the best insulation and also allows for some layers to be removed if too warm. The children will come back to the hotel each day at lunch time which gives an opportunity to adjust the number of layers depending on the daily conditions and their level of comfort.

Ski Socks – Important to have socks that don’t have big ridges round the top or are heavily ribbed which tend to bite into the leg when the boot bindings are tightened.

Base layer – leggings / long johns and top

Mid layer – tee-shirt, polo neck or similar. Sometimes a couple of mid layers may be required to be worn at the same time if the weather conditions are particularly cold.

Top layer – jumper, fleece, zipper or similar.

Outer layer – ski jacket, salopettes, ski gloves, hat, scarf or Buff type scarf (Helmets will be worn on the slopes which generally have good thermal qualities negating the need for a hat. However, a hat should still be brought for times when we are outside but not on the slopes. Ski goggles are a critical part of the equipment. Children will not be permitted on the slopes without them. (Helmet, boots and skis / snowboard are included as part of the hire agreement.)

Off the slopes

Standard clothes are required to last a week. As a guide, allow for the type of clothing that would be worn here in winter. Most children bring far too many clothes. Please remember that your child will have to carry their case at times and that there is a weight restriction on luggage.

Clothing should be practical and tasteful. We are not expecting to do anything that requires children to be dressed as if going on a fashion parade. Warm and comfortable is definitely the message with clothing.
Online Payment Option
The online payment option through iPayImpact is now set up and ready for use. This will allow you to make future payments online as a transfer rather than the need to send your child to school with cash or a cheque. If you are not already rgistered, your son or daughter will have been given a username for you to register. The original whole school letter which was issued previously detailing how to do this is also attached to this letter.
