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Dear Parent / Carer,
Thank you for your interest in the ski trip and for paying the initial deposit. The plan for this trip was to limit it to 30 students to reduce the staffing impact and to make it more manageable.  However, in order to prevent disappointment, we have agreed with the ski company to increase the numbers to allow us to take all the students who have expressed an interest and paid the deposit. We have now committed to the numbers and agreed a payment plan and staffing ratio with the ski company. 

The cost of the trip will remain the same at £900 as indicated in the initial letter. Having shopped around a number of companies and looked at what other schools are charging for the same experience, we believe this to be excellent value for money. We have worked with Snowtraxx for a number of years and have found them to offer an excellent service to the school and your children. 

The payment plans are noted below. We would ask that you ensure payments are kept up to date. Going into arears on the payments have an impact on the schools ability to make the agreed payments to Snowtraxx.

Many parents choose to make payment in cash although I would remind you that we also accept cheques made payable to Chryston High school.
