Homework Policy
Main Aims

The purpose of homework is to allow pupils to further improve outside of an English classroom and consolidate skills while further advancing their knowledge of English and Literacy. 

There should be a clear link to the appropriate level and offer a challenge to individual pupils. 

Homework should be encouraged as a positive experience for pupils.

Pupils, parents and staff should all be made aware of their roles in relation to the policy.

BGE

The first focus of BGE homework is improving language skills and vocabulary. 

In addition, homework tasks should also have a focus on what has been taught in class. These will be based on current texts being studied. Lessons from class will be consolidated at home and additional reading or writing tasks can be given. 
Homework should be set once a fortnight or when appropriate. 

Homework should be recorded by staff either in planners or electronically in the English folder of Staffshare.

S1 pupils will be expected to read for 2 hours per week. This may include a mixture of in-class reading and reading at home. Pupils will be given a Reading Record to take home and complete. This should be signed by parents and monitored by staff. 

NQ

At NQ level homework is essential. This homework will focus on close reading, critical essay writing, Scottish Set Text practice and ongoing folio editing.  

There is an expectation that pupils will revise class notes and read extensively without direct input from staff. This independent learning should be done over and above official class homework and is the responsibility of the pupil. 

At N5 and Higher level pupils are expected to regularly work on and edit their Writing Folio. This should not be limited to times where a folio deadline is set. 

Homework should be recorded on a spreadsheet available in the English folder of Staffshare. 
Media

Media pupils are expected to be actively engaging with a variety of media texts out with class. They will also be expected to work independently on their assignments throughout the year especially for the research element. They should also expect homework to consolidate their media analysis skills.

Role of the Teacher

All homework should be marked and returned in a prompt and reasonable timescale. Feedback should be supportive and offer suggestions on how to improve in the future. 

Homework should be recorded appropriately. These records should be used to track pupil progress and identify appropriate levels for pupils. 
Suitable time should be given to complete homework tasks. 

Homework tasks / deadlines should be clearly shared with pupils. 

Homework tasks should be shared on the school app and/or Twitter. 

When possible homework programmes should be added to the English page on the school website. 

Non-return of Homework

Homework letters should be filled in electronically and sent to PT who will sign off and pass to the Office. Details of the homework issued should also be included. 

If three homework tasks are missed Pupil Support should be contacted.
