Over the next few weeks we are going to be learning to:

Things that happen at home Can children draw something they have done,
something they are doing right now, and something they think they will do soon,
under the headings Past, Present and Future?

Find the season Look through books you have at home. Can children find scenes
which show a typical spring/autumn etc day? Talk about what you are likely to see
outdoors at these times.

Remembering rhymes Discuss any rhymes you know which help you to remember
special dates, months etc. E.g. 30 days has September, Remember Remember the 5™
of November.
