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Introduction

During the course of this topic will be looking at the media; how it informs us as citizens and how it can influence the decisions that we make.  Companies who wish to sell their products use the media to their advantage, as do political parties.

You will carry out a variety of tasks during this topic and to help you identify what type of task you are going to do, there will be little symbols used throughout.  These are explained below.
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Write – This symbol means that you will be expected to write in sentences or take notes.
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Make – This symbol means that you are going to be creating something.
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Say – This symbol means that you are going to be discussing something, either in a group, or as part of the whole class. 
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Do – This symbol means that you are going to be doing an activity which will combine some or all of the above activities.  This is usually a group activity.
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Watch – This symbol indicates that you are about to watch something.
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Homework – This symbol means that a homework activity will be given out.  Take out your homework diary
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Lesson One - What is the media?

Freedom of the Press

In this country we have what we call a ‘free press’.  This means that our newspapers and news stations can report on whatever news stories they want.  This is not the case 100% of the time, but you will learn about that later in the unit.
Often people take for granted the fact that our country has a free press and we can find out what has been going on in this country and others around the world by reading the newspaper, watching the news at night or by using the internet.

In some countries however, newspapers and news stations are controlled by the government running the country.  The people do not have full freedom of speech and the people are limited.  In many nations the internet is censored.

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Lesson Three - Newspapers
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Most households used to buy at least one daily newspaper a day, and for some this is still part of their daily routine. However, now people are increasingly likely to get their news from another source, like the internet.  There are many different types of newspapers.  They fall into two main groups, tabloids and broadsheets. 
Examples of tabloids include The Sun, The Daily Record &The Daily Mail. Broadsheets or “Quality” newspapers include The Times, The Guardian and The Independent.

Source 2 - an extract from The Guardian newspaper

National daily newspapers in the UK lost half a million in average daily sales over the past year. 

The total number of national newspapers sold in the UK fell from an average of 7.6m a day to just over 7m between March 2014 and March 2015, a decline of 7.6%. 

Year on year, every daily saw its circulation fall. 

Three red-tops – the Sun, Daily Sport and Daily Record – all reported declines of more than 10%. The Mirror recorded a much smaller fall, down 6.74% to 897,786. Last month, the Mirror distributed 45,000 bulk copies to places such as airports, up from 42,000 the previous March.

The Guardian had the largest decline among the quality titles, with sales falling 9.5% to 174,941. The Telegraph also recorded a large year-on-year fall of 8.4% to 479,290, despite being partially sheltered by its large number of subscribers, which account for 58% of the newspaper’s total circulation. 
The Mail had a comparatively small year-on-year fall of 4.7% to 1.6m, despite reducing the number of bulks it sells by more than 16,000 copies.

The best performer was the Times, with a decline in sales of only 0.9% to just under 390,000.

The Sunday editions fared even worse than their daily counterparts, with an average fall across all titles of almost 10% year on year. 

There are now an average of 6.6m Sunday newspapers sold in the UK each week, down from 7.3m in March 2014.

The Sun on Sunday and the Sunday edition of the Daily Star recorded a circulation fall of more than 12%. However, the Mail on Sunday again outperformed its rivals, falling 7.17%. the Daily Mail sister title now sells 1,444,397 copies, just over 35,000 fewer copies than the News UK-owned Sun on Sunday, which remains the best-selling Sunday title with sales of 1,455,350.

Source 3 - an extract from The Independent newspaper

The Independent is to become the first national newspaper title to move to a digital-only future, owners ESI Media have announced. 

The move will capitalise on The Independent’s position as the fastest growing UK quality newspaper website, and will ensure a sustainable and profitable future. 

Rapid digital growth in the past three years has madeindependent.co.uk the UK’s fastest-growing quality newspaper site. Its monthly audience has grown 33.3% in the last 12 months to nearly 70 million global unique users. The site is profitable and is expected to see revenue growth of 50% this year. 

Evgeny Lebedev, owner of The Independent, said: “The newspaper industry is changing, and that change is being driven by readers. They’re showing us that the future is digital. This decision preserves the Independent brand and allows us to continue to invest in the high-quality editorial content that is attracting more and more readers to our online platforms. 

“My family bought and invested heavily in The Independent because we believe in world-class quality journalism, and this move secures the future of these vitally important editorial values.” 

The i100.co.uk site, the hugely successful quality news source for millennials, will become indy100.com as part of ESI Media’s drive to champion truly independent and innovative journalism worldwide. 

The Independent’s last paper edition is expected to be published in March.

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Who’s Who in the Phone Hacking Scandal?

Rupert Murdoch
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Rupert Murdoch is the head of News Corporation, who owns News International, the company that owned the News of the World newspaper, and still owns The Sun, The Times and 
The Sunday Times. 

He also owns many other major newspapers and TV networks around the world, and 20th Century Fox, which makes movies like Avatar and TV shows like The Simpsons.
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Rebekah Brooks
Rebekah Brooks was editor of the News of the World newspaper at the time of the phone hacking. 

She later became boss of News International, but she quit her job there because of the News of the World phone-hacking claims.  She was arrested by the police and later released on bail. 

Andy Coulson 
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He was editor of the News of the World from 2003 to 2007, but resigned when two of his staff at the paper were sent to prison for hacking the phone messages of staff who worked for the Royal Family. 

He later became David Cameron's spokesman for Downing Street but he quit at the start of 2011, saying the hacking claims were distracting him from his job.  In 2014 he was jailed for 18 months for conspiracy to hack phones.  In 2015 he was again put on trial for perjury.  However, he was acquitted.  This means that he was freed without charge.   
David Cameron
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David Cameron is the Prime Minister and leader of the Conservative party. 
Many people think he shouldn't have hired Andy Coulson as his press spokesman because Mr. Coulson was connected to the phone-hacking at Buckingham Palace. 
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Sir Paul Stephenson 
Sir Paul Stephenson is the former head of the Metropolitan Police - Britain's most important policeman. 
He resigned from his job in July 2011 after officers in his force were accused of being too close to people involved in the phone-hacking scandal. 

Three Key Events of the Phone Hacking Scandal
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A protestor threw a plate of shaving foam at Rupert Murdoch while he was being questioned by MPs.  This highlighted the public anger on the issue of phone hacking.  Do you think the man was justified in this?  Give reasons for you answer.  
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Lesson Five – Super-injunctions
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As we learned earlier in the topic, we have a free press in this country.  That means that, within reason, newspapers are free to print what they like.  It is important that we have a free press, otherwise we may not find out things that are important to us, such as the MP’s expense scandal.  

Today we are going to be looking at just how much we, the public, are entitled to know.  What should we be told and what is none of our business?  This is what you are going to decide today and to help to do so; we will look at one of the biggest news stories NOT to be reported in 2011.
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The famous footballer pictured, took out a super-injunction to stop the media reporting about an alleged affair he was having.  Imogen Thomas claimed that she had been in a relationship with the player and she wanted to sell her story to a newspaper, so he thought this would stop her, which it did.   
However, despite him taking out a super-injunction, many people deliberately mentioned his name on television and particularly on the social media site Twitter.  

In Scotland, the Sunday Herald printed his picture (see above) and claimed that the super-injunction was only law in England and Wales.  

Finally, an MP used the power he had to name the footballer in the House of Commons.

Lesson Seven

Name

There should be a clear message as to what the product is and what it does.  At this point you should mention your slogan.  If more advertising ‘tricks’ can be used, then that will improve your mark.

Sales Pitch

This should not be funny or light hearted but should be more serious in tone.  It should include:
· The cost of the product

· Why you believe your product/company will appeal to people
· The target market you are aiming your product at
Advertising Campaign

· Where will you advertise your product/company?  The more specific you can be the better.
· Why did you decided to advertise where you did?
· How much money have you spent?

Lesson Nine – New Media

Lesson Ten

What is a Spin Doctor?
‘Spin doctoring’ is a term that is commonly used in connection with the work that a Public Relations workers carry out to promote their client.  Since the 1980s (ages ago) political parties have used these people to help win over the public.  
In politics ‘spin doctor’ is the name given to the Director of Communications, the person who has to try and make sure that the newspapers and the television stations are reporting good things about their  political party.

The word spin is used as ‘spin doctors’ often have to turn around (or ‘spin) news stories that could be bad for their party.  The doctor half of the expression is used simply because doctors fix things.  Therefore, their job is to stop the public having negative feelings about their party.  Spin has become associated with telling a story.

Two of the most famous ‘spin doctors’ in recent times have been Alistair Campbell, who worked closely with Tony Blair and Andy Coulson, who worked closely with David Cameron.


You will now watch three video clips which will explain help explain a little more about spin doctors.

In 2002, Spin doctor Jo Moore and her boss had to quit their jobs over an email that Ms. Moore had sent.

Ms. Moore had sent an e-mail to her boss as New York's twin towers burned and then crashed to the ground, suggesting that the 11th of September 2001 was a “good day to bury bad news.”
