To ensure your child is assessed promptly, NHS Lanarkshire and our local community Optometrists (Opticians) in Lanarkshire have agreed that, to prevent any further delay in treatment, you should arrange an appointment for your child’s eye examination with one of them. You will shortly receive a pack in the mail with the information you require to make the appointment.
