S6 pupils: Almost all pupils must make a choice in each column. Only pupils undertaking a Foundation Apprenticeship/HNC/2xAdvanced Higher Course can select a Private Study column to support their learning. Those not choosing a Foundation Apprenticeship/HNC/2xAdvanced Higher Course must have a selection made in each column but can include 1 Wider Achievement option. Wider Achievement courses will be 2 taught periods with 4 independent working periods.
If there is a clash of subjects in one column, discuss this with your PT Pupil Support or Mrs McNaughton (DHT).   
There is an opportunity to attend other establishments to satisfy your curriculum needs if your choices cannot be accommodated within the school. This is part of the Consortium arrangements across the authority and pupils will be responsible for managing their time and any travel arrangements this may incur. Consortium Provision will be finalised in March 2026 once all schools have completed their options process.
College Learning will be delivered by New College Lanarkshire and some partner agencies. Courses will be a combination of online and in-person delivery. Courses based in Cumbernauld Campus require pupils to use public transport. Those courses based in Motherwell and Coatbridge Campuses will have arranged transport via taxi. Confirmation of course locations will be communicated from New College Lanarkshire by the end of May 2026.
