Treasurers Report: 
Kirsteen McDonald said the Sponsored Strike had raised £846 and the Christmas Fayre had raised £1230. The account was healthy £2540 since start of this session. So far they have spent £380 leaving a balance of £3057. Still to be paid is the Buses and goody bags for Cinema treat. Buses for carol singing at Tesco.
