Welcome:  Kirsteen McDonald opened the meeting and welcomed everyone. 
Apologies: Jonathan Godfrey, Leeann Foylan, Nicole McNally, Helen McLaughlin and Tracey Anderson.
Minutes of the Previous Parent Council Meeting: Accepted. Proposed by Katrina Taylor and seconded by Angela Kiernan.

Correspondence: Kirsteen McDonald mentioned 500 words competition advertised on Radio. Helen Macindoe said the school is involved in quite a lot just now.
Head Teacher Report:
School Roll 2019 – 2020 - We have 10 P1’s enrolled for next year, 5 from OLSJ nursery and 5 from other nurseries. The transition programme begins in April. 
There are 11 children leaving for secondary school.

Next year projected roll will be 124. 

School Sports Award - 70% of pupils engaged in a sustained sports activity offered in school as out of hours learning from August until December. Our target is 75%. We are constantly thinking of clubs that we can offer for all ages. This is difficult in a small staff. If there are any parents who could help us out in offering more variety to different age groups we would be delighted.
Budget Update - Our budget usually runs with a carry forward each year, last year we were able to make savings of £30000 which enabled us to buy new ipads and laptops for the school and carry forward £14000 into the new year in case of any surplus. I had requested additional staffing in June. I have not yet received confirmation of the staffing allocation. HR placed the staffing allocation in the school however, we have no funding. This means that the budget is now running at break even as the cost of 0.6 staffing has come from the school budget.
Reporting to Parents - We are reviewing the content of the report cards at the February inset. We are planning to hold a third parents’ evening at the end of May/beginning of June. This third appointment is to discuss any problems children are having, not a universal offer of appointment.

It comes at a particularly relevant time with the upcoming publication of the PSE Review, the implementation of LGBT Inclusive Education and plans for an updated version of ‘Conduct of RSHP in schools’. 
We are currently reviewing these plans and resources and would be looking to approach parents with information in the new session.
Staff Member - Mrs McLaughlin had decided to give up her role as staff member to the parent council. I would like to thank her for her many years of service to the Parent Council as the staff representative. I will ask the staff to nominate a new member, in the interim Mrs Macindoe will take on the role.
