	Improvement plan

Pick up/drop off routine.
When dropping off in the morning we ask you to sign your child in on the laminated sheets at the nursery entrance. When picking up your child from 12.30 to 12.40 we ask you to go into the playroom and go to their group area to sign out. When dropping off in the afternoon session 1.15 – 1.30 we ask you to go into the playroom and drop off your child at their group area and sign in, when returning to pick them up please sign you child out on the laminated sheets at the nursery entrance.

Spare clothing
