SWAY’s
By now everyone should have been emailed the link to access your child’s SWAY. Any problems please speak to Mrs McGowan.

Nursery Funds
We rely on nursery funds to bring essential money into the nursery.  We use this money to buy snack items, Christmas gifts, Easter eggs and to buy new resources and plan outings to enhance the children’s learning.  We are requesting parents contribute £2 each week into the nursery funds.  Thank you.

Lunch traffic light system
Many parents ask if their child has eaten lunch, to share this information with you we have added a laminated sheet with every child’s name on it to the wall nearest the door. The staff members on snack will use a traffic light system to explain your child’s choice. Red – not eaten lunch, Orange – tried a little bit, Green – ate all lunch. 

Pick up/drop off routine.
When dropping off in the morning we ask you to sign your child in on the laminated sheets at the nursery entrance. When picking up your child from 12.30 to 12.40 we ask you to go into the playroom and go to their group area to sign out. When dropping off in the afternoon session 1.15 – 1.30 we ask you to go into the playroom and drop off your child at their group area and sign in, when returning to pick them up please sign your child out on the laminated sheets at the nursery entrance. 

Spare clothing
Can you ensure your child has spare clothes in their nursery bag in case of accidents? Please make sure your child’s name is on all of their belongings. 
We also ask that your child does not bring toys from home to nursery as they can become distressed if their toys go missing or get broken.

Nursery closure
Please note the nursery will be closed on Friday 27th and Monday 30th of September.

At the front door on the circle table are a few floor books of the children’s learning, these are available for you to look at when you have dropped your child off.
