Snack and Loving Lunch procedures
It is essential that staff carry out a daily risk assessment and any potential risks are dealt with promptly. Control measures should be put in place immediately.
Realising the Ambition 2020 – Children need routines to help mark the passing of time and give me comfort. Children need a balance of different times to play, relax and rest and have nourishment.

Snack/ Lunch Duty

· All resources should be in good, clean condition

· All work spaces, resources and equipment should be cleaned before and at the end of snack and lunch time.
· All food serving areas should be cleaned appropriately as and when required

· Floor areas should be kept clear at all times

Preparation

· Staff must wear protective gloves and aprons

· Food must be prepared on the appropriate colour coded chopping boards. 

· All snack surfaces must be cleaned using an appropriate cleaner and using kitchen roll.

Identified control measures

· Any spillages must be cleaned up immediately, where appropriate wet floor sign should be put in place

· Any open containers and packages should be stored and labelled with a date

· Monitor and check equipment prior to use, check resources and equipment to ensure no damages or breakages, discard such items

· Safe and appropriate use of children’s cutlery should be encouraged and supervised

· Sharp knives should be stored away from children’s reach

· All dishes should be washed in a dishwasher at the end of each session

· Aprons and gloves should be worn when preparing snack and hair should be tied up

Children’s Procedures

· Children will be encouraged to wash hands, using soap from the liquid dispensers.

· Children will choose their snack using tongs or spoons, if appropriate.

· Each child will be encouraged to clear their own leftovers into the bin and rinse their dishes at the small sink. 

· At all times, children will be encouraged to display good table manners.
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
