Using both of these frameworks to promote early intervention in a coordinated approach across all services will ensure everyone works collaboratively to promote children’s health and wellbeing needs. It also underlines the importance of developing a nurturing environment which strives to support children and young people by developing a positive ethos. 
Objectives

· To promote positive behavior by prevention and management

· To focus on building relationships rather than the specifics of behavior management

· To follow GIRFEC principles

· Establish open, positive and supportive relationships

· To provide an environment where children feel safe and secure

· Use learning and teaching methodologies which promote effective learning

· To be sensitive and responsive to the wellbeing of each child

· To provide targeted and specific support for those with additional support needs

· To provide flexible curricular needs to meet individual needs

· Follow NLC’s staged intervention approach

Levels of intervention

Role of the adult

· To understand behaviour through observation and analysis which will enable staff to identify strategies or interventions suitable to the individual child.
· To include children’s needs in planning and if necessary compile a Getting It Right For Me plan.

· To identify the functions of the child’s behaviour and set targets which defines strategies or approaches which are helpful in stressful situations

· To utilise intervention approaches and de-escalation techniques

· To set routines which maintain a safe, secure, consistent and predictable environment help reduce stress and uncertainty
· To set and maintain limits

· To actively listen to what the children are saying or displaying

· To assess and plan for the learning needs of the child

· To be supportive, understanding and non-judgemental

· To listen to the voice of the child

· To attend suitable training i.e Solihull 

Duty of care – Legal Framework
· We have a duty of care to the health, safety, wellbeing and welfare of each individual child.

· It is only acceptable to physically intervene if the child is likely to cause danger or harm to themselves or another person.
