2. Type in the text I like and press the Enter key.

3. Complete the text as in the grid but, instead of pressing the Enter key to finish editing each cell, press the Tab key to move directly to the next cell.

4. Press the Enter key when the text has been added to the last cell.

	1. Open the Grid menu and select Add Grid.
2. With the highlight on _5x2_, click on Add.
3. Add the text as illustrated.

4. Move between the grids by clicking on the green arrow buttons in the top left corner of the grid.
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	Changing the Appearance of a Cell using Cell Properties
	

	1. Open the Edit menu and select Edit Mode.
2. Right-click on a cell within your grid and select Properties from the menu.
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3. Click on the Appearance tab and click on the arrow beside Background color to change the colour of the cell.

4. Choose Transparent from the colour palette and remove the check mark from the Show Border option. 
5. Change any other cells as you wish then close the Editing Tools toolbar to return to Run Mode.

6. Add more grids if you wish.

· The Cell Properties dialog allows changes to be made to the appearance and actions of a cell
· The Preview will always show you the cell contents
