	Clicker 5 has a number of templates for creating talking books.
1. Go to Clicker Explorer and click on the Create New Grid Set link.

2. In the Templates dialog, double-click on the Book Making folder, double-click on the Landscape 12 template, and then click on Create.
	· The Landscape 12 book has a cover and 12 pages but pages can be added or removed 

· Each page has a large white cell and a smaller white text box

	Adding a Title to the Cover
	

	1. Hold down the Shift key and click on the top cell.

2. Type in the title My Trip to the Zoo and press the Enter key.
	· The cover has three white cells

	Adding a Picture to the Cover
	

	Clicker 5 can make use of pictures in most formats. It is supplied with a library of pictures but you can use your own photos, clip art, etc.

1. Shift+click on the large cell, type zoo and press the Enter key.
2. Shift+click on the large cell again, delete the text, and press Enter to display the picture on its own. 
	

	
	· The picture displays as large as possible without distorting it

	Adding the Author’s Name to the Cover
	

	1. Shift+click on the bottom cell, type the name of the author and press the Enter key. 

2. Click on the Next button (bottom right corner) to go to the first page.
	

	Adding Text and Pictures to Pages
	

	1. Open the Edit Menu and select Edit Mode.
2. Click on the [image: image1.emf]

 Pictures icon on the Editing Tools toolbar to open the Picture Palette.
3. Open the Crick Picture Library 2 folder and then open the Animal Life folder.
4. Drag the picture bear into the large white cell.
5. Shift+click on the text box, type some text and click on the grid background when finished.
6. Click on the Speaker button to hear the text read aloud.

7. Click on the Next button to go to the next page.
8. Hold down the Shift key and drag a picture of a zoo animal from the Picture Palette into the large cell.
9. Add some text to the text box.
	· In Edit Mode, additional tools are available in the Editing Tools toolbar

· The Picture Palette displays shortcuts to registered libraries and allows browsing to any location

· The file name is added when the picture is dragged into the cell

· The text box has a toolbar and can be used like a Clicker Writer document 
· The text is highlighted when it is read

	· With the Shift key held down, the picture is added without its file name

	Completing the Book
	

	1. Add pictures and text to the other pages.
2. On the last page, click on the Back to Start button to return to the cover and close the Picture Palette.
3. Open the File menu and click on Save Grid Set.

4. Browse to your folder, give the book a name, click on Save.
	· You can use pictures from the Animal Life folder or from any other source

· Pictures can be dragged to a cell from a web page provided that the picture does not have a hyperlink attached
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
