Please note this is not a parental appointment to discuss your child, it is simply a ‘drop in event’ to allow you to see your child in their nursery/classroom environment and to ‘put a friendly face’ to our nursery and teaching staff. 
 
Nursery opening hours – 8.50am – 2.50pm  
Our nursery operates from 8.50am – 2.50pm with pupils and parents using the Nursery Entrance.  If you are attending out with these times, please use our school’s main entrance.   Please note our staff finish at this time, so it is imperative that you collect your child on time, thank you.

School opening hours – 8.55am – 3.pm 
Our teaching staff and pupil lunch breaks are from 12.30-1.20pm. 
 
Late coming and attendance  
Please ensure that your child attends nursery/school every day unless they are unwell.  It is vital that pupils are on time, as our school is locked soon after the above times for the safety of all pupils.  If your child is late or absent for any reason, please remember to call our school office or register their absence on our Parent Portal.   

Breakfast Club 
Our breakfast club is open from 8.15am.  All pupils in primaries 1 – 5 are entitled to a free breakfast and a free lunch.  Parents of pupils in primaries 6 and 7 can apply for free school meals.  This would entitle your child to a free breakfast and a free lunch.  The cost to pay for meals is:

Lunches
Please remember that p6 and p7 pupils are required to pay online for their school meals.  If your child is entitled to FREE SCHOOL MEALS please apply for this annually via the NLC website, thank you.
 
 
Suitable Clothing and Footwear 
Pupils will be outdoors until 8.55 am, and during our morning interval and lunchtime, apart from in exceptional weathers e.g. very heavy rain, ice, storms, etc.  Please therefore ensure that your child has suitable clothing, suntan lotion, etc to cope with our changing weather conditions, thank you. 

Health Promoting School and Nursery 
As per the Scottish Government and Local Authorities guidelines pupils can only drink water during class times.  Non-fizzy drinks, eg diluting juice is fine for breaks but not in class, thank you.
