Transition events for our pupils starting primary one in August 2026 
All new primary one pupils should have received a letter during the Easter Break inviting them to our four transition events.  These will take place in our school on Tuesday 12th, 19th and 26th of May as well as Tuesday 2nd June.  Pupils and parents will have the opportunity to meet our management team as well as their class teacher and their buddy.

Free School Meals
Whilst all primary one to primary five pupils are entitled to free school meals; we would advise parents to still apply online for free school meals.  In the event that the council pay for meals over holiday periods this will only be given to parents who have officially applied for free school meals – it will not be given to all p1 – p5 families.  If you need further advice on this, please contact our school office.  
Please note from 1st April 2026 the cost of a Primary School meal is £3.55, and the cost of Primary School Breakfast Club is £1.10.  All Primary 1 to Primary 5 pupils receive a free school meal.[image: ]
