	- word choice “slap” shows how aggressive Megan is towards her young brother
	
	· Megan seeks to control Bobby by threatening and scaring him

· word choice “monster” foreshadows the real monster (man in grey) who will murder Megan and abduct Bobby



	Word choice “butting” shows that Bobby is equally aggressive
	
	· swearing is learned from their parents

· suggests that Mum and Dad may not be good parents

	“other beach” was the place of safety, their choice to disobey their mother is a turning point in the story
	
	“let’s go … “ suggests an adventure story, instead we get an unexpected story about murder and abuse

· their choice to go to the lighthouse was a turning point, their problems begin here

· “lighthouse” a place of safety, but it also warns of danger 

	Suggests the isolated setting
	
	· the woman represents an apathetic society which is too cowardly to intervene

· “lonely place” suggests the isolation of the setting and the danger it is to children

	“cries of the seagulls” – the writer uses the pathetic fallacy, the warning comes from nature not from the characters or action
	
	· a short sentence is used to draw attention to the danger

· it’s ironic that these words come from the man in the grey tracksuit

	“hovering” the word choice suggests that the man was behaving like a bird of prey just before the kill
	
	· the pathetic fallacy is used to show this is the climax of the story as the storm is at the highest

· “lashing” suggests the violence which is about to occur

	“his cries died down” suggests that the man in the grey tracksuit may also have killed Bobby, or abducts him

“vanished” – tells us Bobby will never be seen again
	
	This links back to the rock thrown into the fish pond which foreshadowed that it would be a rock which would injure one of the children

- after this the man in the grey tracksuit suffocates her and leaves her for dead
