Tally’s Blood Scottish Set Text – The 8 Mark Question

For example [Extract is Scene 11 of the play]: 
Rosinella’s ideas about nationality are an important theme in the play. With reference to the rest of the play, explain how nationalism is explored.
Step 1 – 2 Marks

 Describe the area of commonality between the extract and the other areas of the play to which you will be referring (2 marks) 

– 1 mark for a simple remark about commonality 
– 2 marks for a more well-developed answer. 

For example:
Across the play, Nationalism is explored in a variety of ways. 
In this extract, Rosinella implies that Italian’s are of a better standing than Scottish people.
In Scene 12, Nationalism is explored by the mob of Scottish people and in Scene 8, Franco comments on Nationality and ideas of home being linked.

Step 2 – 2 Marks

Make a specific reference (quote or reference) to the extract in front of you in answer to the question (2 marks)

– 1 mark for quote 
– 1 mark for comment/analysis

For example:

In this extract, Rosinella comments that “Franco will be marrying an Italian girl.” At this point, Rosinella is making it clear to Bridget that she believes Scottish women have looser morals than Italian and that her Italian son would only marry someone of the same superior nationality as himself.

Step 3 – 4 Marks

Make 2 references to other areas of the play and link each one to the question by showing how the same theme/character is explored (2 marks for each)

For example:
In Scene 12, a mob of Scottish people attack the shop of the Pedreschi’s, thinking them part of the war. At this point, nationality becomes important as Italy and thus Italians have sided with Germany against Britain (and the world). By being of Italian nationality, the Pedreschi’s are persecuted in Glasgow.
(2 marks)

[bookmark: _GoBack]In Scene 8, Franco reveals that he believes himself to be British, revealing his opinion that nationality is linked with ideas of home. The sense of belonging he feels to Scotland is important because he has spent the majority of his life here and now feels obligated to defend it. It is his ideas on nationality that have caused him to go to war, perhaps against his own inherited nationality.
(2 marks)


Laying out your answer

You should use headings to make it clear to your marker that you know how to answer an 8 mark question. Use the following:

Area of commonality (step 1)
Commonality in this extract (step 2)
Commonality elsewhere in the play (step 3)

If you are running out of time, you should still use the headings, but you could write your answer as bullet points rather than the paragraph structure used here.
