Chapter 15 – Roderick becomes a cone gatherer
“It is one of the very big trees at the end of the park; a silver fir” (p.163) 
Roderick chooses the climb a tree which has been symbolic of the barrier between classes.  He aligns himself with the “green abundant future” of the new wood, not the barren past or the anguished present.”    
· He’s making a statement about the social barrier – he’s going to climb it. Conquer it – idea of hope for the future. 
Contrast with the voice of LRC’s husband:  “What’d you expect, Elizabeth?  They’re still brutes under the skin, y’know.  It’s taken centuries of breeding to produce our kind…After the war they’ll be trying to drag us down to their level.”  
Interestingly, Roderick, by contrast, is trying to literally reach the level of the CGs
· “It’s a bag. I think he was meaning to collect the 	cones. Like those men from Ardmore”.
