Chapter 4 – Further spreading of the lie – Lady Runcie-Campbell (LRC)
3 key issues in Ch. 4:
1. The spreading of ‘the lie’ to include LRC: 
“Now when he was going to lie again, knowing it would implicate her in his chosen evil.” (p.41) 
“chosen” suggests that his actions are deliberate, he still has control. 
Now…comes the lie; the obscene gesture; the spitting upon her lovely generous face.” (p.44)

2. The conflict within LRC between her Christian upbringing and her role as a Baronet’s wife: “the contradiction between her emulation of Christ and her eminence as a Baronet’s wife.”  This can be seen with her deliberations at the end of the chapter:

“Are we being unfair to this poor wretch?” – Christian p50 
“They’ll just have to come. We cannot have them dictating to us in every way.” – Aristocratic p50  


3. The ‘flaw’ in Lady Runcie-Campbell’s character – whenever an important decision needs to be taken she defers to Duror: 

 “She would have given the cone-gatherers the use of the beach hut, if Duror had not dissuaded her…” (p.41) (Not as Neil believed)
(Master Roderick and the gun) “I’m going to abide by your decision” (p.44)
(Mr Tulloch phones back about using Calum in the deer drive) “Do you mind if I consult my gamekeeper for a second?” (p.48)
Her flaw is an unwillingness to take responsibility.
