Chapter 5 – Duror continues to decline and not to climb
Dramatic irony – “They were safely in another good tree…”  
Perspective (point of view – third person focalised, or from the perspective of) – Opening from the perspective of Neil and it creates sympathy as his thoughts reveal his love for his brother.  The dramatic irony is heightened as these thoughts reveal his positive outlook at this point in the text.  This outlook is reinforced by the description of the setting – Eden. 
Calum’s ‘goodness’  further emphasised by his simple pleasures.
Increasing tension from the first sighting of Duror – described as “on patrol” (conflict).  Increasing realisation and fear on part of CGs: Initially accepting of Duror; “He’s just doing his work.” – “He can’t harm us…”- “Why should he shoot at us?...Whether he likes us or not we’re men, and you can’t shoot men as if they are crows.” – Foreshadows end of novel.
P58 “Duror was silent.”  Shift to Duror’s perspective – his failure at climbing the tree appalled him.  “It seemed to him that he must therefore be far more ill and decayed than he had thought. He was like a tree still straight, still showing green leaves; but underground death was creeping along the roots.”
P60 “His gun was close by; he thought that, salvation being impossible, it offered at least an end.”- Foreshadows end of novel.
Chapter 5 is used to show the deterioration in Duror; to develop the characters of Neil and Calum; to build up tension before the deer hunt, and to foreshadow later events.
