Make predictions about what the book will be about based on
the title, front cover and any prior knowledge of the subject
Talk about the characters in the story — Who are they? What
did they do? How did they feel? What type of relationships did
they have with other characters?

Discuss the setting of the story — can you use describing words
to write a description of the setting?

Retell the main events in the story. What happened at the
beginning, middle and end of the story?

What was the main theme in the story? How was this
developed over the book?

Look at any unfamiliar words. What strategies could you use to
help work out the meaning?

Visualisation — pick out words and phrases from the book which
describe the character or setting. Draw and label the picture
with quotes from the book.
