May 2026 The children will be involved in learning about pattern
and will complete various activities linked to this
concept using the story The Rainbow Fish as a
stimulus.

Session 3 | Wednesday 20t | 10.00am — 12 noon Stay & Play (1 Parent/Carer to attend with child)
May 2026 The Rainbow Fish

Children and parents will participate in a HWB/ Art
Activity where they discuss feelings, kindness and
what makes them unique. There will be opportunity to
explore and play with some games / resources in the
P1 classroom also. We will split into 2 groups for this
session
