Explore monochromatic colour schemes. That is a colour scheme in which only one hue is used, along with its tints (i.e. hue plus white) and shades (i.e. hue plus black).

Then use different bright colours to paint the hair, lips and nails. Once the painting is finished try again experimenting with using different colours.  Allow children to choose their own subject to paint, perhaps a favourite pop star; a self portrait.

Children can devise their own descriptions or names for colours they have mixed to convey emotions etc. fiery orange; moody blue.

Encourage children to describe, in their plan for a work of art, how they might research the subject and choose appropriate form and media. E.g. Before making a 3D model of an animal, allow children to research the work of Henry Moore; examine photographs; make sketches of the animal in different poses, and experiment with a variety of tools on clay samples to create the desired textures. Collate their ideas.
Encourage children to explain why they used specific materials. 

Encourage children to explain how they tackled solving the design problem; what difficulties they encountered. Solutions could be sketched or drawn or presented in 3D form.
Use what they make, do, write or say to assess their work. Use folios/journals that visually explore possible solutions to questions; annotate drawings, collages and prints to create a record  of personal thoughts, feelings and ideas ;make a collection of three-dimensional objects to reflect research and development of ideas based on the materials explored.
