	Children will be able to:

1. Discuss what is needed in order for the performance / presentation to take place.
2. Take part in spontaneous or planned dance experiences.
3. Listen to and watch others present and perform.
4. Behave appropriately as part of an audience.

	Suggested learning activities

1. Support children in preparing for presentations and performances e.g. what space will we use / what people will be there / what will their responsibilities be?

2. Support opportunities for spontaneous and planned dance performances in the base / classroom.

From time to time provide opportunities to perform to a larger audience such as other children / parents / carers.
3. Encourage children to ask questions about what they have seen.

Prepare children for bright lights, loud music during a performance by playing games where they have to cover their eyes and are given objects to touch, smell, listen to etc. and play music at different volumes.
 4. Encourage children to be quiet, watch attentively and show when to applaud to show appreciation.
NB Not all dance performances should be staged or large scale.  
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
