	Core Knowledge/ Learning intentions
Children will be able to:

	Suggested Learning Activities
1. Use action songs and rhymes which help children develop rhythm and coordination such as clapping / jumping to a steady beat. E.g. Grand Old Duke of York; The Big Ship Sails; Ring a Ring o’ Roses. See word document EXA 0-10a Clapping Dance

Encourage children to find patterns in everyday life then make patterns in their dance. 

Show different examples of pattern using wrapping paper, wallpaper, and flowers, leaves etc.discuss how a pattern is formed by using colour, shape, and size. Create a pattern by using big and little flower shapes (using hands and fingers then whole body)  
2. Talk to children about how their bodies move when they dance. What shapes can they make e.g. square / circle; what direction can they travel in e.g. forwards backwards; what levels can they use e.g. high , low; what movements were used e.g. roll leap, stand, shake. ‘I used wide shapes / she travelled quickly’. 
3. Talk about dance that has been observed (children’s own and that of others) and copy some of the movements the children liked / disliked. E.g. ‘I liked the spinning / I didn’t like the jumping, I like running better.’  
Make use of performing companies to enhance and enrich children’s experiences of dance.
